ANNEXURE -  A
GUIDELINES FOR THE 

SCHEME OF CHIEF MINISTER’S AWARD FOR 
SPORTS ADMINISTRATORS / PHILANTHROPIST / REFEREES  - 2009-2010

1) Sports persons in Tamil Nadu have excelled at the National and International 

levels.   The entire  country  witnesses  their  achievements  when  they  bring 

laurels  to  the  country.   At  the grass  root  level,  the Sports  Administrators, 

Philanthropist and Referees  are imparting support to achieve good results. 

The  above  categories  of  officials  who  are  all  indirectly  servicing  for  the 

achievement of the best performance of sports persons should be awarded. 

The following guidelines are applicable to Sports Administrator, Philanthropist, 

Umpire and Referees.

Rules and Regulations of the Scheme

2) Name of the Award : Chief Minister’s Award 

3) Award : The award shall carry a gold medal per person,   
Citation and memento with replica of SDAT

4) No. of Awards : There shall be three categories of awards on earh 
for Sports Administrators, Sponsorers and Sports

a) One Award for Sports Administrator 
b) One Award  for Sports Philanthropist / Sponsor
c) One Award for Umpire / Referee

5) Award Year : 2009-2010

6) Eligibility criteria to apply for the Award

I. SPORTS  ADMINISTRATOR  - One  Award   

Office  Bearers  of  Sports  Associations,  Sports  Clubs,  Sports 

Organizations and Sports bodies who have conducted International / 

National / State / District competitions. 

II. SPONSOR / PHILANTHROPIST - One Award

Sponsors  of  sports  activities  at  various  levels  i.e.  International  / 

National  /  State  /  District.    They  should  have  spent  Sponsor  / 

Philanthropist more than Rs.10.00 lakhs for sports competitions. 



III. SPORTS  UMPIRE / REFEREE – One Award

Sports Referee / Umpire who have Officiated in International / 

National / State level competitions  

7) General     Conditions  

a) Should apply in the prescribed format.

b) The same person should not apply for  more than one award in the 
same year.

c)    Award will be considered based on the performance during previous 
2 years i.e. for 2009-2010 award performance from 1-4-2007 to 
31-3-2009 will be considered.   

8) Mode of submission of application

1. Award year : 2009

i) For  sports  Administrators,  the  competitions  conducted  during 
the previous 2 years  will be considered  i.e. for the award year 
of 2009, the competitions conducted from 1-4-2007 to 31-3-2008 
and  1-4-2008 to 31-3-2009 will be considered. 

ii) For the Sponsors / Philanthropists, the amount donated by the 
applicant during the previous 2 years will be considered i.e. for 
the award year of 2009, the amount sponsored from 1-4-2007 to 
31-3-2008 and 1-4-2008 to 31-3-2009 will be considered (should 
not be less than Rs.1.00 lakh).

iii) For the Referees / Umpires, officiating done during the previous 
two  years  will  be  considered  i.e.  for  the  award  year  of  
2009-2010 the matches officiated from 1-4-2007 to 31-3-2008 
and 1-4-2008 to 31-3-2009 will be considered.

2.  Last date for receipt of application : 31st   October,  2009 

3.  The  Sports  Administrator,  Philanthropist  /  Sponsor  /  Umpire  /  Referee 
should submit their      
    application to the Member-Secretary with the specific recommendation of 
    the concerned District Sports Officer and State Sports Association.

4. The list shall be forwarded to the Executive Committee of the SDAT for  
     finalization.



9) Mode of selection

a) 1) Sports Development Authority of Tamil Nadu will scrutinize the 
applications and recommend to the Executive Committee of the 
Sports Development Authority of Tamil Nadu.

2) The Executive Committee will prioritise the recommendation of 
Sports Development Authority of Tamil Nadu and permit SDAT 
to send a proposal to Government.

3) SDAT  will  send  a  proposal  to  Govt.  for  approval  of  the 
awardees.
